The Garrett A. Morgan program is in geventhyear and has hadiscess in providing the students with
opportunities that they would not normally have in the standard school curriculum. Students are exposed to
business and entrepreneurial skills taught by university professors that are experts in these areas.
Participation in the program is based on students providing an application that is reviewed by a selection
committee. Students are reviewed based on a minimum GPA of 2.2 and above and must sign a contract for
expected performance and behavior during the program.

The Garrett A. Morgan Summer Business Institute provides service to elementary, middle and high school
students. It provides training on academic and practical issues related to business and entrepreneurship to
students in the"through 18 grades. Students enrolled in the program will participate in many sessions at

the program. Field trips will include museums, historic sites, science activities and other points of interest
in Louisiana and surrounding areas. Acceptance to the program is ecofiretfirstserve basis and a
cumulative GPA of 2.2 and above.

Ford PAS

Admission in the Ford PAS component of the curriculum is based on a minimum GPA of 2.4 and above
and studerst are also expected to perform at high levels and with the highest level of cooperation. The
review committee for the Ford PAS program is composed of the assistant principal of the Southern
University Laboratory School, the entrepreneurship directohatScotlandville High School and the
program director at Southern University. The program seeks students that are oriented to change and
understand the importance of high academic performance. The studentsO parents are contacted to
participate in an origation so that they understand the curriculum and the expectation from the students in
the program. Students must keep a journal and provide feedback on the skills and knowledge that they
have acquired over the course of the program. Students thattgrerfosming to expectation are counseled

and tutors are assigned to help with there studies.

The Ford PAS program focuses on ninth and tenth grade students. The program director and coordinators
from Southern University Laboratory School and ScotlanelWiagnet High School, and three instructors
regularly meet to write the brochure, to establish the training schedule, and to recruit students for the
program. Over thirty students applied to this program and the selection committee reviewed all
applicatons and selected0 students for the program. The program is going to use the curriculum
developed by Ford PAS including the instructional materials and student manuals. Students are required to
have completed a course in Algebra. Three professorstirer@ollege of Business will teach the students

for six weeks during the summer di(.

Course 1: Building Foundations Building Foundations introduces students to the worlds of business,
product development, and manufacturing while building a fotimwaf skills important for academic and
workplace successkills that are used throughout the Ford PAS curriculum. In Module 1, students learn to
work in teams to solve problems related to panning, developing, and producing products. In Module 2,
students develop communication skills through reading, writing, andplalg activities as they expand the




product line of a fictional business. In Module 3, students develop skills in research and analysis as they
examine and compare the circumstances ams lof people working in different periods of the United
States history.

Course 2: Adapting to ChangeAdapting to Change begins with an exploration of evolving career, job,

and internship possibilities and then engages students in a study of twetisgsuare driving change in
business and industry todayenvironmental concerns and efficiency. Module 4 gives students an
opportunity to explore their own interests and values, as well as a chance to match these interest and values
to changing employnmé opportunities in their communities. In Moddestudents explore how industry

can respond to the challenge of becoming environmentally sustainable by changing products, processes,
facilities, and supply chains. In Module 6, students resporahdthe currentday challengenaking the

most efficient use of time, human, and material resources in a custoiveemarket.

Summer class offers business education

Someday the next Bill Gates or Sam Walton could emerge from a program at Southern University that
teaches schoolchildren about trading stocks and bonds and how market economies work.

The Garrett A. Morgan Summer Business Institute lets studentsgfeanentary school to high
school, know they have options, said accounting Professor Vera Hollins, one of the instructors.

"The idea is to teach kids that they don't have to take a job when they graduate from college," Hollins
said. "They can start a compaand create jobs."

Students receive lessons in reading comprehension, math skills and computer skills during the camp,
said Elizabeth Sorrell, a fiftgrade teacher at Southern Lab who helps run the camp. The math and
reading lessons help with the LEAéXts.

But more importantly, the students go to classes where professors teach them about taxation, trading
stocks and bonds, and guest speakers discuss advertising or trading securities, Sorrell said.

"I think that running a business would be one oflibst things a person can do, like taking nothing
and turning it into something," said Joshua Wilson, 14, of Baton Rouge.

Wilson, a firstyear student, plans to pursue a career in computer graphics and animation, he said.

Nine-yearold Raven Price saiche thinks the business classes will help her when she becomes a
veterinarian and owns her own hospital.

Kadeisha Slaughter, 11, said the major thing she learned was "you can be anything you put your mind
to."

Slaughter said she wants to teach childredaioce and might start a studio when she gets older.

Economics Professor Andrew Muhammad taught his elementary school students stock market basics,
including what a stock is, the concepts of supply and demand and what makes share prices rise and
fall.

Then he let the students "buy" 100 shares in five different companies and follow the results of their
purchases. The most any student "earned" was around $900 in a week, Muhammad said.

"They pretty much got the concept of prices going up means they mady fhisluhammad said.
That's fairly advanced for students 8 to 11 years old; Muhammad said he didn't become familiar with
the concept until college.



Muhammad said he didn't know if any of the students will become brokers or analysts, but he hopes
they will become investors.

Economics Professor Sung Chol No taught the students about bond markets, as well as forecasting
gross domestic product, or the total value of goods and services produced by a country, using a model
he developed with one modification.

No adapted his model to predict the students' heights, which the children enjoyed.

The business camp keeps the students' minds active and exposes them to new concepts, No said.
That's a good thing.

Donald Andrews, dean of Southern's college of busineissheaopes to merge the summer business
institute with the Ford Partnership for Advanced Study for high school students in preparation for the
work force of the future.

By merging the programs, Southern could take students, from elementary school thgbugthool,
and boost them academically while teaching them business concepts and encouraging them to become
entrepreneurs, Andrews said.
